The scholarship is awarded on the basis of recommendations from the graduate schools and
cannot be applied for individually.

4. Doshisha University Graduate School of Brain Science Special Scholarship

Graduate School of Brain Science offers “Doshisha University Graduate School of Brain Science Special Scholarship” to
the regular students enrolled at the Graduate School of Brain Science. Eligible applicants are those who have passed the
entrance examination of the Graduate School of Brain Science and are under the age of 32 (for 3rd-year transfer students,
under the age of 34) as of the first day of the semester in which you enroll in the graduate school. All applicants who meet
these requirements are eligible.

The amount of the scholarship will be equivalent to the total amount of annual educational costs (including the Admission
Fee, which is charged at the time of entrance only, the Tuition, the Facilities Fee and the Special Enroliment Fee). The
duration of scholarship is one year, but may be renewed for up to five years (for transfer students, for up to three years).
Since the scholarship is given to applicants after enrollment, applicants are required to pay the Registration Fee (equivalent
to the Admission Fee) once for the admission procedure. Please note that the Registration Fee (equivalent to the Admission
Fee) is not to be refunded in the case that the applicant of this scholarship goes through the cancellation procedure.

Conditions:

[Notes for Students Searching for Accommodation]

+ Doshisha University consists of two campuses: Imadegawa Campus and Kyotanabe Campus. Check which campus
you mainly commute to before choosing your accommodation.

* Housing costs are particularly significant expenditure and vary considerably depending on the location, facilities,
room space and when the building was built. Please think carefully about the balance between these conditions and
how much you can afford.

+ Housing costs comprise both ongoing monthly expenses and fees due when you first sign a contract. At the time of
contract signing, you will usually be required to pay a reservation fee, non-refundable key money, a bond, and an
agency fee. At the time of renewing your contract, a renewal fee will be charged. Please check how much each of
these fees costs and know the total cost before signing.

2. Dormitories for International Students
Doshisha University has dormitories for international students, but the number of rooms is limited. Among the successful
applicants who passed the entrance examination for international students, only those who currently reside outside of
Japan are eligible to apply for vacant rooms in these dormitories. Please check the accommodation information sent to
successful applicants for details, as available dormitories differ each year.

Living Expenses

The average living expenses including housing expenses in Kyoto are about 120,000 yen per month (at least 100,000
yen). Therefore, please take it into account when you make a financial planning of stay.
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
