II. Qualifications for Applicants

Doctoral Program

Those who have foreign nationalities and who satisfy one of the following qualifications are eligible:

(1) Those who have a master’s degree or professional degree outside Japan or are expected to obtain such degree before
September 20, 2025.

(2) Those who have a master’s degree or professional degree from an institution in Japan as a foreign student or are
expected to obtain a degree before September 20, 2025.

(3) Those who Doshisha University recognizes as having an equivalent qualification to one of the above requirements (1)
(2), and who are 24 years or older by the time of enrollment, will be considered for admission.

(DPrior to application, those who qualify to apply under (3) [see above] should consult the Graduate School of Life and
Medical Sciences for the certificate of qualifications and submit the documents instructed to the Office of the Graduate
School of Life and Medical Sciences (see the contact address on the back cover) by November 20 (Wed), 2024.
